


Palata Madarske opste
kreditne banke

lako velikih dimenzija i na izuzetnoj lokaciji, zgrada
nekadasnje banke u poredenju sa Gradskom
kucom, velikim trgom i monumentalnim pozoristem
u ¢ijoj blizini se nalazi — ostaje nezapaZena. Banka je
izgradena 1911. godine u stilu geometrijske becke
secesije po projektu budimpestanskog arhitekte
Alfreda Hajosa.

Hungarian General
Credit Bank Palace

Although large in size with its excellent location, the
former bank building- compared to the City Hall,
the spacious square and a monumental theater, in
its vicinity- remains unnoticed. The bank was built
in 1911 in the geometric style of Vienna Secession,
designed by the Budapest architect Alfréd Hajos.

Trg republike 2

Palata Jozefa
Roznofskog

Palatu je projektovao suboticki arhitekta Titus
Mackovi¢ 1909. godine. Ovo je jedini dvospratni

i jedini secesijski objekat u celoj ulici. Fasada ove
palate, kao i druge secesijske gradevine koje je
gradio Mackovic, inspirisana je secesijom Beca i
Darmstata ali ne direktno nego preko brace Vago,
arhitekata iz Budimpeste.

Jozsef Roznofszky
Tenement Palace

The palace was designed by the Subotica architect
Titus Mackovic in 1909. It is the only two storey
building and the only Art Nouveau building in the
street. The facade of this palace, as well as other
Art Nouveau buildings designed by Mackovi¢, were
inspired by the Vienna Secession and Darmstadt
Art Nouveau, although not directly but through
the works of the Vago brothers, architects from
Budapest.
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Palata Dusana
Stojkovica

Palata je projektovana jos pocetkom 19. veka a za njen
danasnji izgled zasluzan je arhitekta Geza Kocka. lako je
on bio najverniji predstavnik neorenesanse u Subotici,
ovu fasadu je 1907. projektovao u stilu becke secesije.
Pored bogate secesijske ornamentike zanimljiv je erker
na uglu zgrade koji je poduhvacen velikom Skoljkom.
Nakon renoviranja zgrada dobija novu funkciju i postaje
ugostiteljski objekat.

Dusan Stojkovic Palace

Although the palace was initially designed and built back
in the early nineteenth century, architect Géza Kocka

is the one responsible for its present-day appearance.
Even though he was the most faithful representative of
the NeoRenaissance in Subotica, in 1907 he designed
this fagade in the Vienna Secession style. In addition to
abundant Art Nouveau ornaments, an interesting part

is the bay window at the corner of the building, which is
held and embraced by a giant shell. After the renovation,
the palace was given a new function and it became a
restaurant.

Trg republike 10

Palata
Austrougarske banke

Jednospratnu masivnu zgradu koja odaje utisak sigurnosti
i stabilnosti projektovao je Ferenc Rajhl 1901. godine.
Uticaj secesije na ovoj zgradi se moZe videti u mnostvu
dekorativnih elemenata kao sSto su Zenska lica, glave
Merkura, cvetovi suncokreta, kosnica, kljuc i kvaka u
obliku sfinge — koji su simboli¢no prenosili poruke o
bogatstvu, sigurnosti i tajnosti uloga.

Austro-Hungarian
Bank Palace

This massive ground-floor building which gives the
impression of security and stability was designed by
Ferenc Raichle in 1901. The influence of Art Nouveau on
the building can be seen in the multitude of decorative
elements such as women figures, head of Mercury,
sunflower blossoms, a hive, a door handle in the shape
of sphinx — which symbolically conveyed the message of
wealth, safety and secrecy.

Dimitrija Tucovica 15
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Secesija

na Palicu

Pali¢, jezero i naselje istog imena, nalazi se 8
kilometara istocno od Subotice. Svoju slavu kao banja
i mondensko letovaliste stekao je krajem XIX veka.
Pocetkom XX veka posao prosirenja i obnove banje
bio je poveren arhitektima Marcelu Komoru i Dezeu
Jakabu koji su u Subotici projektovali Gradsku kuéu i
Sinagogu. Ansambl pali¢kih gradevina koji pripadaju
madarskoj varijanti secesije inspirisane narodnom
umetnoscu Erdelja, svecano je otvoren 1912. godine.
To su Vodotoranj, Velika terasa, Zenski $trand, Muzicki
paviljon i Spomen ¢esma.

Svaka od ovih gradevina je drugacija, shodno nameni
ali uizboru materijala, konstrukciji i palickoj crvenoj
boji- one su ipak jedinstvene. Komor i Jakab su ideju
povezivanja arhitekture i ambijenta Velikog parka
doveli do savr$enstva. Tako, odbacujudi klasi¢no
nizanje gradevina niz ulicu ili Setaliste pored kojih
Cesto prolazimo ali ne ulazimo ili ne primecujemo

— ovde prolazimo kroz Vodotoranj i Veliku terasu.
Primenom takvih prolaza, tremova i terasa izgubila
se stroga podela na spoljni i unutrasnji prostor.
ProZzimanje prirode, arhitekture i enterijera verovatno
je najveca vrednost ovih secesijskih gradevina. Svi ovi
objekti postali su simboli Pali¢a. Neobi¢na arhitektura
ovih gradevina namenjih odmoru i uZivanju i posle
vise od sto godina privliace posetioce da svrate i da ih
pogledaju.

Nouveau

Palic

Pali¢ Lake and the settlement of the same name are
located 8 kilometers east of Subotica. Pali¢ gained
fame as a spa resort and elite summer destination at
the end of the nineteenth century. At the beginning
of the twentieth century, the task of spa expansion
and renovation was appointed to architects Marcell
Komor and Dezs6 Jakab, who designed Subotica’s City
Hall and Synagogue. The ensemble of Pali¢ buildings
that belong to the Hungarian Art Nouveau movement
was inspired by Transylvanian folk art and opened in
1912. Parts of this ensemble are the Water Tower, the
Grand Terrace, the Women'’s Lido, the Music Pavilion
and the Memorial Fountain.

Each of these structures is different, depending

on the function but also the choice of materials,
construction and the Pali¢ red color- they are all

of the same style. Komor and Jakab brought the

idea of connecting architecture and atmosphere of
the Grand Park to perfection. Thus, dismissing the
classical arrangement of buildings in succession,
down the street or a promenade, which we often
pass by but don’t really notice-here we physically pass
through the Water Tower and the Grand Terrace. By
applying these passages, porches and terraces, the
strict border between the outer and inner space is
lost. Intertwining of nature, architecture and interior
design is probably the greatest value of these Art
Nouveau buildings.

All these buildings have become symbols of Pali¢. The
unusual architecture of these buildings intended for
relaxation and recreation, attracts and invites visitors
even after more than a hundred years.

Velika terasa

Velika terasa je centralni objekat nekadasnje banje, kako
po svojoj lokaciji, tako dimenzijama, arhitekturi i funkciji.
Izgraden je u periodu od 1909. do 1912. godine po
projektima Komora Marcela i DeZea Jakaba iz 1908/09,
u stilu madarske varijante secesije. Lokacija objekta je
uz Aleju, Cija staza prolazi kroz objekat, odnosno Velika
terasa je natkriljuje svojim centralnim prodorom.

Izgradena je kao ,Vigado”- visenamenski objekat
namenjen kulturi, zabavi, ugostiteljstvu i trgovini.
Arhitektura objekta je nastala po ugledu na narodno
graditeljstvo Erdelja uz obilnu upotrebu drveta

i dekorativnih biljnih motiva. Dekoraciju objekta
predstavljaju drveni konstruktivni elementi kao i
rezbareni biljni motivi u okviru njih naglaseni koloritom —
Zute zelene, i plave boje u okviru ,palicke crvene boje”.

Grand Terrace

The Grand Terrace is the central structure of the former
spa, distinguished by its location, size, architecture, and
function. It was built between 1909 and 1912, based
on designs by Marcel Komor and Dezsé Jakab from
1908/09, in the Hungarian variant of the Art Nouveau
style. The building is located along the Avenue, whose
pathway passes through the structure, with the Grand
Terrace arching over it with its central passage.

It was constructed as a “Vigadd” —a multifunctional
building designed for cultural events, entertainment,
hospitality, and commerce. The architecture of the
structure draws inspiration from the folk construction
traditions of Transylvania, featuring extensive use of
wood and decorative plant motifs. The decorative
elements of the building include wooden structural
components adorned with carved plant motifs,
highlighted by a vibrant color palette of yellow, green,
and blue, all framed within the characteristic “Pali¢ red.”

7enski strand

Zenski $trand ima svoje danasnje znacenje i
vrednost, ali u potpunosti moZete da sagledate ovaj
objekat ako upoznate i njegovu proslost ili pogledate
izbliza ovo bajkovito drveno zdanje sa obiljem detalja
narodne umetnosti na sebi.

Kada se banja Pali¢ uveliko razvijala i gradila
kupalista, jos u prvoj polovini 20. veka, davne 1912.
godine, izgraden je ovaj veliki drveni objekat na
vodi koji je nekada sakrivao kupacice od pogleda
znatizeljnika.

Danas je Zenski Strand kafe-bar, gde mozete da
pijuckate vase omiljeno pice na terasi koja se nalazi
na svega pedesetak centimetara iznad jezera. Kad je
izgraden, Zenski Strand je bio podignut na drvenim
stubovima, koji su kasnije zamenjeni za betonske.

Women'’s Lido

The Women's Lido holds its contemporary
significance and charm, but its full value can only

be appreciated by understanding its history or
closely observing this fairytale-like wooden structure
adorned with abundant folk art details.

During the rapid development of Pali¢ in the early
20th century, this large wooden structure on the
water was built in 1912. Originally, it served to shield
female bathers from the curious gazes of onlookers.

Today, the Women's Lido is a café-bar where visitors
can sip their favorite drink on a terrace just fifty
centimeters above the lake. When first constructed,
the Women’s Beach was supported by wooden
pillars, which were later replaced with concrete
ones.
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Muzicki paviljon Spomen Cesma

U sklopu centralnih reprezentativnih Spomen ¢esma je izgradena 1912. godine, u Cast zavrSetka
objekata koji su danas simbol Pali¢a izgradnje objekata na Pali¢u i Gradske kuce u gradu, po

je arhitektonska celina koju su u duhu projektu madarskih arhitekata Marcela Komora i DeZea
madarske varijante secesije izvanredno Jakaba.

Music pavillion
Among the central representative Vila LUJza

structures that today symbolize Pali¢ is
an architectural ensemble masterfully
realized in 1910 by architects Marcel
Komor and Dezs6 Jakab in the spirit of the
Hungarian Art Nouveau style. Positioned
directly in front of the largest structure,
the Grand Terrace, is the smallest one—
the Music Pavilion, a venue for small
promenade concerts.

Kula Bogojvar ili Sovina kula ~ The Bogojevar Tower

je zdanje secesijskog stila, s kraja 19. veka,

podignuta 1891. godine. Nalazi se na oko 30m

od obale Pali¢kog jezera, sa pogledom na jezero,
okruzena velikim parkom. U neposrednoj blizini

se nalazi Zoo vrt, Vila Lujza, Zenski $trand, teniski
tereni, jedrili¢arski klub, marina za brodove i mnogi
restorani. Kula Bogojvar deo je velike zaostavstine
palickog plemica Lajosa Vermesa koji je nastojao da

u Subotici i Pali¢u oZivi olimpijsku tradiciju. Bogojvar je
s tim ciljem i sagraden — njemu je bila namenjena uloga
prvog olimpijskog hotela u Evropi, posto je podignut
jo$ 1891. pre ustanovljavanja modernih Olimpijskih
igara.

also known as the Owl Tower, is a building in the Art
Nouveau style, dating from the late 19th century,
constructed in 1891. It is located about 30 meters from
the shore of Lake Pali¢, offering a view of the lake and
surrounded by a large park. Nearby are the zoo, Vila
Lujza, the women’s beach, tennis courts, a sailing club,
a marina, and many restaurants.
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
